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 In these uncertain times, rules are constantly changing.  As more is learned about this virus, 
recommendations are updated.  The BOD and Property Manager at LCG are monitoring these 
recommendations closely.  As of this writing, Palm Beach County mandates that face coverings are to 
be worn in public areas. Please do your part to help lesson the spread of COVID-19 by social 
distancing and wearing a face covering when in public spaces. 

 
How to Wear Cloth Face Coverings 

From the CDC. Updated July 6, 2020  
 
 Cloth face coverings are an additional step to help slow the spread of COVID-19 when 
combined with every day preventive actions and social distancing in public settings. 
 
Wear Your Face Covering Correctly for Maximum Protection 

 Wash your hands before putting on your face covering. 

 Put it over your nose and mouth and secure it under your chin. 

 Try to fit it snugly against the sides of your face. 

 Make sure you can breathe easily. 

 The mask should cover from below your chin to above your nose, and 
be pinched to fit the bridge of your nose snugly. 

 Don’t put the face covering around your neck or up on your forehead. 

 Don’t touch the face covering, and, if you do, wash your hands or use 
hand sanitizer to disinfect. 

 
Wash After Use 

 You can include your face covering with your regular laundry. Use regular laundry detergent 
and the warmest appropriate water setting for the cloth used to make the face covering.   

 Washing by hand.  Prepare a bleach solution by mixing 1/3 household bleach per gallon of 
room temperature water or 4 teaspoons household bleach per quart of room temperature 
water.  Check the label to see if your bleach is intended for disinfection. Some bleach 
products, such as those designed for safe use on colored clothing, may not be suitable for 
disinfection. Ensure the bleach product is not past its expiration date. Never mix household 
bleach with ammonia or any other cleanser. 

How to Wash Cloth Face Coverings 

 Soak the face covering in the bleach solution for 5 minutes. 

 Rinse thoroughly with cool or room temperature water.

The machine will disburse loose 
quarters. You will need to bring something to 
carry them.  They will not be rolled. A notice 
will be on the bulletin boards and on the 
Community Channel 590 once the machine 
has been installed.  

  The men’s sauna door is being 
repaired. When we are able to open such 
amenities it will be available. 

   Bingo is open on Wednesday nights 
with face covering required.  Social distancing 
is also required.  Sunday movies are also 
available with face coverings and social 
distancing.   

 All the laundry rooms have been 
painted to give them a fresh look.
